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On the 6th and 7th of April 2007, following the 
International Partnership Committee 
recommendations, it has been hold a meeting 
between some members of the Operational Team 
and some members of the Management Committee.

The most important recommendations of this joint 
meeting have been the following ones:

- realize an internal audit (and an external one at 
the end of the project), within the Associations 
and at the project headquarter

- put in place an ad hoc commission for the 
fundraising for the International Gathering for 
Peace  
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During the month of April the first activities realized with GTZ support have been set up; first of all, the 
“updating” training sessions for the Community Mediators in Rwanda, North Kivu and South Kivu.  
 
In the meanwhile the GTZ has already disposed its financial support to other activities, such as the 
follow up of Community Mediators on the field, the activities handbook publication (to collect the most 
interesting activities of Mediators), the support to the Mediators micro projects, and the preparation of 
the Peace Caravans in the 4 areas of the project execution.
