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The National Training Centre of the Burundi Scout Association, host site for the International 
Gathering for Peace, has finally found an important support to complete its equipment and become 
completely functioning.  
The Burundi Scout Association (ASB) has signed an agreement with the International Institute of the 
IOGT-NTO Movement in Sweden for a 270,000 Swedish crowns funding (nearly 28,900 EURO) 
through the Swedish Radio Aid. The budget has been granted in order to implement the activities of 
the International Gathering within the Amahoro Amani project, and it will be divided on: 
 

- water installations 
- solar power installations 
- tables and chairs 
- beds and mattresses 
 

The agreement has been signed on the 18th of May, 2007 in Bujumbura, at the ASB headquarters by 
Mr Thierry Gahungu, ASB Chief Commissioner, and by Mr. Gunnar Lundstrom, Regional 
Representative, East Africa of the NGO (represented by Mr. Per Eriksson).  
The International Institute of the IOGT-NTO Movement is a NGO partly owned by the Swedish 
Temperance Guide and Scout Association dealing with development cooperation in the field of Harm 
Reduction in relation to Alcohol and Drugs. 
 
This contribution is really important for the Burundi Scout Association, to make its centre a real point 
of promotion of development activities and self financing source. But it is very important above all for 
the International Gathering for Peace that will be organized there at the end of July. It will be the first 
important activity of the centre and will promote the centre capacity at an international level.

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All the Community Mediators of the Great Lakes region 
have had the opportunity to be “updated” in order to 
improve their intervention on the field and manage 
methodically their own Peace Clubs.

one hundred forty in total.  
 
This training session, hold at the regional Scout centre of 
Imbo, has been honoured by the visit of two delegates 
from GTZ that finances several activities of Amahoro 
Amani.  
As far as the pedagogical activities, the Trainers have 
used the same methodological schemas used by the 
Trainers in Rwanda and Congo: the methodological 
approach to activities, the Peace Clubs management, the 
Peace Caravans and International Gathering 
methodologies and concepts. Finally the Community 
Mediators have been asked to prepare their activities 
planning for the next six month.  
 
At the end of all these training sessions, it is up to the 
Community Mediators to organize activities with their 
Peace Clubs. Thanks to GTZ funding, several micro 
projects will be supported during the next month. During 
the Caravans and the International Gathering for Peace 
we will share and evaluate the results of all this actions.

The 7 commissions’ responsibles attended the 
meeting (commission administration and finance, 
communication, activities, camp, general services, 
link with Caravans, and link with the other 
Associations). The next step is now the connection 
of these 7 commissions with several interlocutors 
based in the other countries, Rwanda and 
DRCongo (North and South Kivu), through the 7 
Peace Volunteers.   
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The Ad Hoc Commission in charge of raising the 
funds needed to the Gathering is going on with the 
project promotion at national, regional and 
international level. The Ministry of Youth and Sports 
of Burundi officially supports the events and several 
Agencies and Organisation have been contacted.  
Despite of all our efforts we are not still able to grant 
the minimum budget needed to organize this 
important event.
